Dr. Marija Petrinovic (London)

Dr. Marija Petrinovic obtained her PhD in Neuroscience at the
ETH Zurich and continued her career at the pharmaceutical
company F. Hoffmann-La Roche supervising research con-
cerning how malfunctions of neural circuits serve as hallmarks
of neurodevelopmental disorders. In 2016, Marija joined
King’s College London to become a Lecturer (Assistant
Professor) at the Institute of Psychiatry, Psychology and
Neuroscience.
